Our Year 7 Parents Consultation evening was scheduled for Thursday 2 March. However this is now a
planned date for industrial action by members of the NEU. Therefore the Consultation Evening will be
postponed and we will notify parents and carers of the new date in due course.

Pupil Safety Questionnaire and Confidential Anonymous Pupil Reporting

A huge thank you to our pupils for the way they responded to the pupil safety questionnaire. Over 50% of
the pupils gave us their thoughts and feelings, which is significant. Some of the responses were not easy
to read, but it is vital that we know this information so we can address it and begin to make things better.

One of the ways we can address this is to create an anonymous reporting system so that pupils can come
forward, without feeling worried to do so. Mrs. McKeown reminded us in her comments, that we have two
confidential post boxes in the school where pupils can place notes. We also now have a digital questionnaire
that pupils can complete online. The QR code for the questionnaire will be displayed in every classroom
and strategically throughout the school. It is also printed below. Pupils will be encouraged to use this as
often as they feel they need to.

Behaviour Reset Update

Thank you to all those pupils and parents who have supported the Behaviour Reset that was launched in
January. It is not easy for anyone adjusting to different ways of working, but it has been pleasing to see
how the majority of our pupils are positive about wanting a calm, orderly, and focused learning environment
that demonstrates visible excellence.

As a reminder, our behaviour strategy is:

Remove

We want all our pupils to be in their classrooms learning and look to use positive, pre-emptive strategies to
do this.

If a pupil receives a restorative conversation or detention for their behaviour, this will be on Class Charts 24
hours before. Restorative conversations are not detentions, neither are they any longer than 10 minutes
within the school day. Pupils who fail to attend their restorative conversation with their teacher are issued a
30-minute afterschool detention.

Please can we encourage parents to support both restorative conversations and after-school detentions.
We appreciate that these are not convenient but our aim is to encourage positive behaviour so these are
used as a last resort.

Further information for parents around our sanctions will follow in the next half term.
